Connaught House School Admissions Policy
Connaught House is a co-educational preparatory school with children from 4 – 11 years. 
Girls are prepared for the 11+ entrance examinations and boys for preparatory school entry at 7+ or 8+. 
Girls are offered places on the understanding that they will remain until Year Six and the school does not undertake to prepare girls for entry to other London preparatory schools and will not provide reports for these schools before 11+.

Although there is a mixed ability intake and art and music are an important part of the school curriculum, the school provides the children with an academic preparation for the competitive entrance examinations to the preparatory and senior schools and parents should take this into account when considering the school.
Children joining the school from 7+ onwards

Many children who have joined the school at a later stage, have benefitted from the small, tutorial size classes at the top of the school, particularly children who lack confidence in their abilities and those with academic potential but who may have missed the chance of a good academic foundation. We welcome and enjoy helping these children fulfill their potential to achieve a successful outcome at the 11+ entrance examinations.

Alumni, who joined the school at a later date, have achieved notable academic success. 

Bursaries
As a small family school we are particularly proud to have supported and funded many of our children through the early part of their education, both for short and long periods. These children have continued on to both state and independent secondary schools and some have been awarded academic scholarships, chorister scholarships and various art and music awards.

Admissions Procedure
Registration of a child carries no guarantee of a place being offered.
On receipt of a completed registration form, we will confirm in writing that your child is on the entry list. We will then contact you twice more during the year before entry; first to invite you to our Open Afternoon and then a letter asking you to confirm your interest in a place for your child at the school.
Parents must confirm their interest in a place for their child by 31st August during the year preceding entry.

The school will make every reasonable effort to contact parents who have registered their children at the school to check the registration but parents must make sure that the school is provided with adequate up to date contact details.
Parents are strongly urged to visit the school before confirming their interest in a place. They can do this by either making an appointment to view the school or they can attend the Open Afternoon usually held in March each year. They should contact the School Secretary for further information.
If parents confirm their interest in a place at the school then they will be asked to bring their child for an informal assessment.
Assessments for children joining other forms will be by arrangement.
Children join the reception class in the September following their fourth birthday and parents can register them any time up to the point when the list will be closed, which will be dependent on the number of applications for any given year.
Places in other years will depend on availability and parents should contact the school for further information.
Parents may register their child for entry when they visit the school or they may complete and return the registration form and visit the school at a later date.
The school will not consider offering a place to a child whose parents have not visited the school.

Confirmation of a place at the school
If a place is offered, it will normally be conditional upon payment of a non returnable deposit usually payable within 14 days of the offer being made. The deposit will be refunded against the final term’s fees dependent on the school’s terms and conditions being met.  

Once a place is confirmed, pupils joining Junior One and their parents will be expected to attend a new children’s visit, normally held in May. This is felt to be a very important part of the introduction procedure for new families to Connaught House.
Offers of places
Offers of places in reception and in the senior school are conditional on the child attending an assessment.
Priority is given whenever possible to: 
Siblings
Children of former pupils 
Children of members of staff
Children from parents who indicate CHS is their first choice
Preference is then given, but not exclusively, to children from families living or working in the local area.
Please note that the school may waive priority to families who: 

Have not taken up places previously offered to their children.

Have removed a child attending the school before Year Two or Three (boys) or Year Six (girls).

Assessment will take into account:
Academic ability or potential
Any special musical or artistic ability
Children who the school believes will benefit from the ethos of the school
If we feel it will be helpful then we will ask to see reports and letters of recommendation from previous schools or nursery schools. This will apply particularly to children joining the school from Year One onwards.

Parents are reminded that all outstanding debts must be settled with previous schools or nurseries prior to starting at Connaught House. 
Children with birthdays in September
Parents may request early assessment when the child will be four in the September of the entry year but it is not the policy of the school to offer places to children who will not have reached their fourth birthday by the 31st August and we rarely offer places to children with these ‘cusp’ birthdays.
If a child is assessed for the earlier year but no place offered then they can return for an assessment the following year but we may not always be able to guarantee that a place will be offered.

Reserve List
As a small school, we are only able to offer a small number of places, usually around 16 - 17 in the reception intake. In certain circumstances, children who have been assessed but to whom we are unable to offer a confirmed place immediately may be placed on a Reserve List. This is not a guarantee that they will be offered a place but if a place subsequently becomes available due to a cancellation, parents of children on the list will be informed in accordance with the priorities listed for admission.
